Patient Positioning and Comfort Tip:  Carefully turn patient on their side by placing your hands at their back and thighs and rolling them. ALS patients are fragile. Do not use or pull on their arms,  legs, or shoulders when turning.  Place the Body Positioner behind the Patient’s upper back, exposing the posterior to allow air flow. Place a pillow between the Patient’s body and the Body Positioner.  The Body Positioner is vinyl and rigid and with a limp body, the addition of a pillow is much more comfortable and supportive.  Use the side rails to hold the Body Positioner in place.  During the 30 minute “airing” period, slightly tilt the head of the bed up.
